o Of the applications 4 winners Two 
individuals (two teams and two individuals) 
were chosen by the OSHNC Carolina Star 
Program staff.

o Every conference team was given a 
presentation and asked to roll the program 
out to the individual STAR worksites.

o The nomination could have been for an 
individual or a team, and the action taken by 
the team or individual could have been 
major or minor.  So long as the impact was 
noticeable.

o For 2009, we have continued recognizing 
two teams and two individuals.

o 41 employees and/or teams were nominated 
for the 2009 awards.

o The program was developed by the West 
Team and the Board of Directors; the 
prizes are supplied by companies from the 
West Team.
